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The Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change is the UN body for assessing the science related to 

climate change. It brings together expert scientists from around the world to deliver robust, 

comprehensive and up-to-date assessments of scientific knowledge on climate change, its 
implications and potential future risks, as well as to put forward adaptation and mitigation options. 

IPCC findings provide the scientific basis that informs international negotiations and national policies 

to tackle climate change. In this presentation, the IPCC Chair, Prof. Sir Jim Skea, will talk about the 

IPCC's role and work and the key scientific questions of the current seventh assessment cycle.
